DID YOU KNOW…?
( each year, 200,000 Americans lose out on jobs because they do not know another language

( one out of every six production jobs in the U.S. depends on foreign trade

( one third of all the corporations in the U.S. are either owned or based abroad

( the U.S. government employs 30,000 people with working knowledge of a foreign language 

( four out of five new jobs in the United States are created as a result of foreign trade
( One in twenty Americans worked at foreign-owned American companies in late 1990. Their paychecks averaged 20 percent more than those of the nation's overall private workforce

( 50% of all the jobs for the 21st century have not yet been created. What is known is that communication will be central to the majority of these jobs

( six out of the ten largest banks in California are controlled by British and Japanese interests

( The majority of American employers, according to a national survey, consider the command of a foreign language a useful skill
( U.S. airlines have difficulty in finding personnel with foreign language skills
( according to the Kiplinger Washington Editors (1996), the Hispanic share of the workforce will increase by 25% by 2010 and   Asians, around 50%. Minorities will continue to move up the corporate ladder in the next 15 years.  Managers who know how to deal with a diverse workforce will have an edge

( North Carolina has a growing non-English speaking population. There are more than 170 languages represented in our NC schools. Over 100,000 Hispanics reside in NC. Of these, many are students who are limited English-proficient
( the U.S. is the third largest Spanish speaking country in the world


( eight hundred fifty-six (856) radio stations in the United States broadcast in fifty-eight (58) foreign languages

( twenty million foreigners travel annually the to the U.S. and expect foreign language skills from Americans. They spend $8 billion in the U.S.

( in the future, it is predicted that most people will speak more than one language and will switch between languages for routine tasks. Monolingual English speakers may find it difficult to fully participate in a multilingual society (National Geographic News, February 26, 2004)
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
